22) In his choric, narrator role, Alfieri introduces the concept of ‘destiny’ and that Eddie has a future ‘trouble’ that will not go away. ‘Destiny’ suggests that the future has been decided by the fates: Eddie is fated.

23) i)     He has ‘unnaturally’ blond hair –“wacky”.

       He sings on the ships.

       He is ‘like a weird’.

       He doesn’t behave as a ‘man’ should.

ii)    Beatrice is aware that Eddie has a very critical attitude towards Rodolpho and that he could cause aggravation in the family – Is there a  tacit understanding in what she says that Eddie has the capacity for Mafia style feuding? 
24)   The ‘submarines’ are Marco and Rodolpho.
25)   Eddie is uncomfortable because he is forced to stand-up for Rodolpho because he is both a part of the family and he is also under Eddie’s protection, yet he’d rather not have to fend off his work-mates’ attack. Most probably, if he had a free hand, he’d rather mock Rodolpho just as Louis and Mike do.

26)  Laughter is quite eloquent in the play; the characters laugh for different reasons.  Louis and Mike are laughing at Rodolpho as he is the butt of their mockery. When Rodolpho and Catherine enter, Rodolpho joins in with their laughter in a good-natured yet uncomprehending manner. Catherine’s first speech to Eddie shows that she and Rodolpho have been laughing; their laughter results from having seen a picture  that they perceive as comic. 

Laughter can occur as the result of many impulses. Is there the possibility that their laughter might have arisen as a result of having seen some other ‘picture’ than a film? 
Whatever the cause, they seem to share a common understanding that is quite separate and distinct from the common understanding that prompts Louis’ and Mike’s mocking laughter. To this extent, laughter can of itself be ironic, especially if Rodolpho’s and Catherine’s laughter results from not only having seen a comic movie but also having some other ‘picture’ in mind that has comic tendencies – could they be as heartless in finding their own amusement as Louis and Mike are over Rodolpho?
27)  Rodolpho’s desire to see the ‘bright lights’ doesn’t appeal to Eddie because he despises the theatrical world; he thinks that Rodolpho’s interest in this shows his shallowness.

28)  Catherine is full of admiration.  She thinks that Rodolpho is genuine and full of respect for them both: Eddie thinks that he is totally self-centred, on the make,  

and laughing at them – he perceives Rodolpho as having a dangerous predatory interest in his niece.

29)  i)  Not to sit on the bath-tub when he is shaving in his underwear.

            Not to walk around in front of him in her slip.

            To take control of her own destiny.

       ii)  It has never occurred to her that she was not acting properly.

             She still considers herself ‘a baby’.

             She is surprised that Beatrice could even begin to suggest that she might

             be jealous of herself.

30)  We know that the play is becoming more serious for Catherine.  She emotional (at the edge of tears) and disturbed (as though a familiar world had been shattered).   Her ‘comfort zone’ of being in a secure family environment has been seriously undermined.
