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What is the purpose of this text? _____The purpose of this text is to persuade.  It is an advertisement, which is designed to persuade the reader to buy the product.________
 
What layout (organisational) features are used? Why? 
Images are used to draw attention and to allow the person seeing it to see what the product is straight away.  The image is mostly taken up by the picture of the product.   The rest of the image shows a very pleasant looking summer’s day, with the sun on the horizon, and green fields stretching into the distance.  This gives the reader / viewer a feeling of well-being, a peaceful warm day.  The colours are attention grabbing, with red being the colour of the logo of the company. The red colour is also present in the form of a ladybird, which people tend to like more than other insects. The bottle also shows condensation, suggesting that the day is warm and the drink is cold, giving the impression that the drink would be very refreshing and cooling.__________________________________________________________

What language features are used? Why?
Very few words are used. This helps the reader get the message in a very short time, as this is a probably a poster which people see as they pass, or perhaps an advertisement in a magazine etc, which people will encounter as they read other articles. Emotive language is included, ‘open happiness’ suggests the reader will be happy if they drink the product. This links with the general positive images used. The name of the product is repeated in a different form ‘Coke’.  Also, only the product name has a capital letter, making it seem important / stand out to the reader.

Who is the intended audience? Give a reason for your answer.
The intended audience is anyone who may buy the product. This particular advert is perhaps aimed at adults as it seems to show part of an adult in the image.  I think it may be aimed at older adults because it show a quiet, gentle scene; perhaps younger adults would be more attracted by a more lively / exciting backdrop (e.g. a party / barbeque).

How effective do you think the piece is?
