· Distinguish between persuasive and factual vocabulary

Wk 6: 
Referencing
· Discuss why referencing is important
· State what elements need to be recorded when taking notes – board and pens, paper
· Tutor exposition on Harvard referencing – handouts (online)
· Research and note details needed for referencing (homework) 

Wk7:
Essay set 
· ‘Mini lecture’ on topic.
Note taking
· Researching and summarising.
· Define the term ‘summary’ 
· Discuss different methods of identifying points to include.
· Tutor exposition on the use of examples to back up summarised points.
· Practise summarising

Wk8: 
Planning and drafting an essay
· Define terms ‘plan’ and ‘draft’.
· Discuss why planning is important.
· Formats for planning
