The Welsh not punishment system.
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In the later decades of the 19th century, education was compulsory but the Welsh “not” was used
only in a minority of schools, and after the school boards were absorbed by the county councils
following the Local Government Act 1888, instruction in Welsh in primary schools became the norm
in Welsh-speaking areas. There is no evidence that the secondary schools, in which instruction was
almost universally in English, made use of the "not”.

Susan Jones, Member of Parliament for Clwyd South, claimed in 2010 that the use of the Welsh Not,
including caning as the punishment, persisted in some schools in her constituency until “as recently
as the 1930s and 1940s".
