TEST & ADJUST AN INJECTOR

Requirements:


Completed task TTS44: Remove, test & replace an injector

Appropriate non-tier injector

Injector tester

Injector jig as necessary

Broad flat-bladed screwdriver


Injector data as required.

Instructions:


Test and adjust injector.

Method:


1.
Clean up injector as required taking care with nozzle.


2.
Place injector into jig and loosen off and remove cap.


3.
Fit injector to tester & check cracking-off pressure & spray pattern.


4.
Observe if nozzle leaks under pressure (holding it below 'cracking-off 

pressure').


5.
Adjust 'cracking-off' pressure to manufacturers' setting as necessary.


6.
Remove injector & replace on to engine as required.
