2) He sees Rodolpho as leading her astray.  He does not believe there is anything innocent in Rodolpho’s interest in her. He believes he is using her for his papers.

3) He calls Rodolpho a ‘hit and run guy’... ‘a punk’ and ‘ a weird’. He thinks that ‘he ain’t right’.

4) He thinks that Rodolpho is acting in a dishonourable way by not asking for permission to take her out.

5) As the play develops, he becomes a rival.

Beatrice

1) She likes him – ‘a nice young man’.

2) She excuses his naivety – he is young.  She allows a little doubt… ‘That’s her ride,’ she says to Eddie when he accuses Rodolpho of using her.

3) Her jealousy of Catherine encourages her to promote the way she sees him?

Catherine

1) She likes him.

2) She fancies him.

3) She is loves-struck and doesn’t see the harm in him that Eddie does.

Marco

1) He is not impressed by everything Rodolpho does but he stands up for him.

Rodolpho

1)  He sings.

2)  He cooks.

3)  He boxes.

4)  He dances.

5)  He entertains.

6)  He wants to see the bright lights.

7)  He’s egotistical.

8)  He’s selfish.

9)  He’s ambitious.

10)  He is confident.

11)  He has dreams.

12)  He’s bright and intelligent.

13)  He tries to avert the impending catastrophe.
