FE24 REPORT PRESENTATION Health, Social and Childcare
1 Purpose of Report
1.1 The purpose of this report is to inform Governors of the Learning and Performance Committee of the 2011/2012 outcome data for the school of HSC, in relation to agreed targets.

1.2 School performance against qualification success, SSA success and value-added targets will be highlighted.

1.3 Sector leading practice will also be identified.

1.4 The report is for information
2 Background
2.1 The FE24 is produced as part of the annual quality cycle, where data is scrutinised in relation to outcomes received by each school from the previous year.

2.2  All data has been checked and verified by the Head of School and is consistent with the college internal benchmarking report.

2.3 The report only accounts for the School of Health, Social and Childcare
2.4 Governors may wish to reconsider School performance targets for November 2012 in the light of this information.    
3 Findings and action
3.1  Under benchmarking comparators for success, 60% of courses are 5% or more above the National Comparator for attainment. However, this year there has been a drop in attainment as while 80% of courses achieved 100% in 10/11 only 30% of courses attained 100% in 11/12.
3.2 A large number of students who attained the main qualification successfully gained access to Higher Education courses -44 students from the School HSC
3.3 19% of students on L2 courses progressed on to level 3 courses
3.4 Student numbers continue to increase on the Afan campus. There was a 12% increase in numbers from 10/11 to 11/12 and 23% increase from 11/12 to 12/13. This academic year we have also introduced a level 1 course which is based at Afan.
3.5 Completion and attainment on the BTEC First Diploma in HSC continues to show outcomes below the National Comparator – 10/11 43% success, 11/12 45% success. The number of learners on this course increased from 28 in 10/11 to 38 in 11/12 and despite the increase in numbers success improved by 2% and completion improved by 20%. Attainment however decreased by 30% from 10/11 to 11/12. An action plan was developed to identify areas for improvement and this includes the re-introduction of level 1, monitoring and review of course performance concentrating on areas of concern including attendance, attainment and administration and resulted in a re-structure of the coordinators post. 
3.6 The decision to drop the level 1 course in 2010/2011 meant that more students were accepted onto the level 2 provision resulting in the School recruiting two HSC L2 and two Childcare L2 groups. We saw a drop of 2% in completion between10/11 to 11/12, and a 1% increase in attainment between10/11 to 11/12. However successful completion saw a 4% drop between 10/11 and 11/12 a result of 2 learners leaving after Nov 1st. The introduction of the level 1 programme widens participation and enables the learners who have not been able to achieve level 2 a progression route.
3.7 The ND CCLD is showing a drop in success by 23% this owing to the number of learners leaving the course in year 2 of the programme. In addition, the qualifications still come under NQF and are not fit for purpose for today’s learners. The introduction of the new qualifications (QCF) in 2013 should provide more opportunities for learners to successfully achieve. 
3.8 Successful achievement for Access to HE has dropped by 1%. Data on this course is affected by the number of learners on the part time programme dropping out due to the nature of adult learners, some who face difficulties combining work, family and College commitments. 
3.9 There is an upward trend in the data for AS& A2. Learners are achieving well within their predicted grades and are over achieving, demonstrating the success of the programme 11/12 Academic year.
